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PROGRAM DECISION MEMORANDUM # 22
Subject: Flight Simulation Capability
Mission Directorate or Center:  LaRC/ARC
Program: Shared Capability Asset Program (SCAP)
Issue:
SCAP is proposing support for a new asset class to be known as Flight Simulation Capability.  The Agency has a need to retain flight simulation capability as part of its core capabilities to simulate various vehicles, human interfaces, systems and concepts.  Based on current program funding profiles, this capability is at risk without additional Center funding support.

Analysis:

SCAP analyzed simulator capabilities, projected usage, and cost information for ARC (Vertical Motion Simulator, Future Flight Central, Crew-Vehicle Systems Research Facility) and for LaRC (“Simulation-to-Flight” capability which includes the 757, Aft Flight Deck, Cockpit Motion Facility, Motion Base, etc.).  SCAP also solicited simulator information from DFRC to compare content and cost and to provide an agency perspective on the flight simulation investments.  
Based upon SCAP analysis of usage and content, the Vertical Motion Simulator at ARC and the Cockpit Motion Facility at LaRC were identified as candidates for inclusion into an Agency managed SCAP.   

Decision: 

The Vertical Motion Simulator at ARC and the Cockpit Motion Facility at LaRC will be managed as an Agency asset class through the SCAP.  In FY07, previously allocated funds supporting the base operating costs of these facilities will be transferred from the appropriate Mission Directorates into a project line within SCAP.  For FY08 and out, the base operating costs will be funded through institutional reductions in Center Management and Operations (CMO) to be identified by February 2007.
